Promote the Programs of Religious Activities
with Youth (PR.A.Y.) awards.

Enroll each church as a Shepherd Church.
Promote Scout Sunday.
Support the pastor.

Consider serving on Council Relationships/
Religious Committees for the various
scouting agencies.

Recruit one additional scouting ministry
specialist.
