Greetings Scouting Ministry Specialist, 
 
Congratulations, you are now officially a 21st Century Circuit Rider for Scouting 
Ministry!  To assist you in communicating and ministering to local churches and scout 
units, we have prepared this toolkit. 
 
The toolkit is designed for you to take immediate steps to communicate information to 
units in your local church as well as additional churches that you may choose to contact.  
(Please provide us with a list; please limit your list of churches to between 1-3). 
 
It is a primary role of the Scouting Ministry Specialist to communicate the availability of 
these awards and recognition, some by nomination and some by achievement (see job 
description document).  Please do so with excitement and a spirit of servant leadership. 
 
Impact the Lives of Children and Youth brochure* is an all-encompassing brochure 
that outlines each youth agency, recognition and awards and contact information for our 
staff.  It is a good place to start.  Please distribute at pack and troop committee meetings, 
Scout Sunday observances and at other church events and programs. 
 
Local Church Awards and Recognitions - all administered by the Office of Civic 
Youth-Serving Agencies/Scouting, General Commission on United Methodist Men.  
Recognition is through nomination or achievement.  
 
Shepherd Church Charter Recognition - To annually charter and recognize churches 
that provide outstanding scouting/youth mentoring ministry.  Every United Methodist 
church that sponsors a Scout unit should be chartered and recognized as a Shepherd 
Church.  Please sit down with the local church scouting coordinator and/or chartered 
organizational representative (COR, a BSA position) to discuss. 
 
Good Samaritan Award - Highest award for youth in the United Methodist Church.  
Must be between the ages of 12-21.  Every church has outstanding youth that perform 
extraordinary acts of mission and ministry.  Formal recognition at a worship service or 
other appropriate setting is an effective way to honor them for specific acts of ministry.  
Star, Life and Eagle projects through Boy Scouts as well as Silver and Gold Award 
projects through Girl Scouts are just a few examples to consider.  United Methodist youth 
(UMYF) are also eligible to receive the Good Samaritan so please share this brochure 
with youth ministers as well as Scout leaders. 
 
Cross & Flame* - The award for Scout leaders at the local church level.  Keep in mind 
that surveys demonstrate that 25% of Scout leaders in the UMC are members of other 
faith groups.  You can be an advocate for these leaders’ recognition as well as the ones 
who are members of the UMC.  They provide valuable volunteer service that touches the 
youth and leaders of the church and the community it serves. 
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Bishop’s Award of Excellence - This BAE may be earned each year by Scout units in 
your church. It is challenging yet achievable.  Excite leaders about working toward the 
requirements.  It is the UMC’s ‘spiritual version’ of the Quality Unit Award (BSA).

P.R.A.Y. Awards (formerly the God & Country series) - administered by Programs of 
Religious Activities with Youth, St. Louis, Missouri.  P.R.A.Y.'s mission statement is to 
“foster the Christian growth of children, youth, and families through churches and youth 
serving agencies.” 
 
Over 7,000 United Methodists have received one of four awards offered by P.R.A.Y. 
during 2008.  That total leads all denominations in usage.  The P.R.AY. program is 
divided into four age-appropriate sections:  God and Me (grades 1-3), God and Family 
(grades 4-5), God and Church (grades 6-8) and God and Life (grades 9-12). 
 
The God and Country Award Program uses Bible lessons paired with service projects to 
help young people grow in their Christian faith and to express that faith by serving others.  
Some pastors combine the awards program with the confirmation classes.

Please consult with Scout leaders as well as Christian Educators in your church to inform 
them about this wonderful study series.  
 
Scout Sunday (second Sunday in February for BSA, second Sunday in March for Girl 
Scouts; many churches combine into one) - or any Sunday - is an appropriate time to 
present these awards. 
 
Please 
pass these dates along to scoutmasters, committee members, pastors, youth ministers, and 
other potential candidates who are interested in scouting as an evangelistic and outreach 
opportunity.

Bishop’s Award of Excellence 
“extending our ministry to children and youth in the community” 


 
The Bishop’s Award of Excellence is established for the purpose of recognizing congregations and 
units within the United Methodist Church that extend their ministry to children and youth by creating a 
faith based environment for children, youth, their families and their leaders to participate in the  
following civic youth-serving agencies: Girl Scouts of the USA, Camp Fire USA, 4-H, and Boy Scouts 
of America. 


 


The Bishop’s Award application along with the documentation of the below criteria shall be forwarded 
to the Annual Conference Scouting Coordinator by the local church scouting coordinator.  The  
application should be made after January 1 for the pervious calendar year.   
 


The Annual Conference Scouting Coordinator will process the application through the presiding 
Bishop’s office and then forward the application to the General Commission on United Methodist Men 
in Nashville. 
 


The Annual Conference Scouting Coordinator, in consultation with the presiding Bishop, shall  
arrange the presentation of the award to the local congregation and unit.  It is recommended that the 
award be presented or acknowledge at the next regular session of annual conference.  


 


Criteria 
 


1. Local Congregation shall designate a professing member of the congregation as the Local Church Scouting  
Coordinator. Note:¶253 2004 UM Book of Discipline  Charge Conference may elect a Scouting Coordinator. 


 


2. The Local Church Scouting Coordinator in consultation with the pastor shall implement a plan to promote, enroll, counsel, 
and mentor youth in the God and Country religious emblem programs. 
 


3. The Local Church Scouting Coordinator shall include along with the application for Bishop’s Award of Excellence a  
report of the plan of implementation developed in criteria #2 with the number of youth working towards and/or having  
completed the God and Country religious emblem programs.  
 


4. The Local Church Scouting Coordinator in consultation with the pastor shall arrange participation in the Scouting  
Ministries Sunday(s) for Girl Scouts and Boy Scout units.   The congregation through the Local Church Scouting  
Coordinator should offer an appropriate celebration opportunity for Camp Fire USA and 4 – H units.  (An appropriate  
celebration opportunity could be a special dinner sponsored by the congregation to affirm the work of the Camp Fire USA 
and 4-H units.)         


5.   The unit shall complete a service project with a missional connection to the congregation’s ministry.  The project shall 
be developed in consultation with the pastor or a designated staff/layperson.   


6.The unit is encouraged to participate in religious practices during activities, while fostering respect and understanding for 
all faiths within the unit.  Religious practices may include, but are not limited to the following: the God and Country  
programs; prayer at meal and/or meetings; designation of an adult chaplain and a youth “chaplain aid;” and, when  
appropriate, worship services or devotionals during extended activities. 
 


7.The Local Church Scouting Coordinator and unit leader(s) shall meet to review annually the scouting ministry of the local 
church with the pastor or designated staff/layperson.  The meeting is to encourage a an effective faith based ministry that 
includes program standards set by the civic youth-serving organization(s) along with appropriate leader training;            
implementation of youth protection standards (this includes any standards established by the local congregation); and    
review of the signed partnership agreement(s), either required and/or optional.  
 Note: ¶256.4a 2004 UM Book of Discipline encourages signed partnership agreements.

The Cross and Flame program gives 
recognition to adult leaders who have given 
exceptional service in the use and promotion 
of programs for young people.





CRITERIA FOR NOMINATING 
A CANDIDATE


THE RECIPIENT OF THE AWARD MUST 
HAVE AN OUTSTANDING RECORD OF 
SERVICE TO CHILDREN AND YOUTH 


AS DETERMINED BY THE FOLLOWING 
CRITERIA:


1.	 Is an active member of a recognized 
Christian church.


2.	 Has given faithful service to the local 
church congregation by serving in church 
leadership positions.


3.	 Has a continuous record (at least five 
years) of using and supporting the 
programs of the Civic Youth-Serving 
Agencies/Scouting in the life of the 
church.


4.	 Has served these organizations on the 
unit (troop, club, etc.), district, council, or 
other level by active participation in the 
program.


5.	 Has actively and effectively promoted the 
religious awards program.


6.	 Has promoted the use of religious 
services when camping or other activities 
that take the scouting groups away from 
the church during regularly scheduled 
worship services.


PROCEDURES


Nominees must be recommended to 
the local church by the local church 
scouting coordinator.  The application 
must be approved by the pastor of 
the local church and presented to the 
church administrative board, council 
on ministries, or administrative council 
along with the application for approval.


Upon approval, the application is mailed 
to the Office of Civic Youth-Serving 
Agencies in Nashville, Tennessee.  A 
certificate of merit, 5/8” clutch-back pin, 
ribbon and medal will be prepared and 
returned to the local church. A check for 
$50.00 must accompany the application 
to cover all costs.  No more than five per 
year per church may be issued.

Please allow 30 days for 
processing.

CRITERIA FOR NOMINATING
A CANDIDATE


1. A. The recipient may be a registered
member of a civic youth-serving agency
(Girl Scout troop, Boy Scout troop,
Venture crew, Camp Fire Boys and Girls
group/club, 4-H club) chartered to,
sponsored by, or meeting in a United
Methodist church.  Or:


B. The recipient may be an active
member of United Methodist Youth
(UMY), or a youth member of a United
Methodist Church.


2. The recipient must be a student in grade 7
through 12 or between the ages of 12 and
21 (has not reached 21st birthday).


3. The recipient must be nominated by an
adult familiar with the youth’s
outstanding service (pastor, scout leader,
scouting coordinator, youth minister or
coordinator, or an adult member of a
United Methodist Church, for example).


4. The recipient is participating in outreach
ministry within the context of the 
local United Methodist church giving 
the award.


EXAMPLES OF MINISTRY
TO OTHERS


• Humanitarian Assistance – Hunger relief
(youth/scout coordinated a “potato drop”
through the Society of St. Andrew, a national
hunger relief organization sponsored by
United Methodist Men)


• Advocacy/Education – Youth/scout attended
a Harvest for Hope youth camp (weekend 
or week-long) operated by the Society of 
St. Andrew


• Outreach – Youth/scout directed a
service project to benefit homeless
persons through a “shelter” in his/her
community;  coordinated a service project
that benefited persons with AIDS through
a community shelter or hospice;
volunteer service at a “clothes closet” 
or thrift shop, e.g., through the 
Salvation Army


• Outreach – Youth/scout rendered service
that benefited a low-income day care
center or a center for at-risk youth


• Outreach – Youth/scout coordinated a
service project that benefited a senior
citizen facility, nursing home, or
independent living facility


• Other
v Youth/scout who completed or coordinated a


Boy Scout, Girl Scout, Camp Fire, or 4-H
service project which had a significant positive
outcome in improving the quality of life for
less fortunate individuals


v Impromptu actions in response to a need
v Unsung youth/scout actions observed or

Purpose

more of the following civic youth-serving agencies: 
Boy Scouts of America (BSA), Girl Scouts of the 
USA (GSUSA), Camp Fire USA (CFUSA), 4-H, 
and/or Big Brothers Big Sisters of America (BBBS). 
These churches welcome all youth and children; 
nurture them as they grow to become good citizens 
with a deeper relationship with God; and work with 
them in service to others.

Criteria


Sponsor one or more of the following groups: 1.	
BSA, GSUSA, CFUSA, 4-H and/or BBBS to 
meet the needs of youth and children in the 
congregation and in the community. The 2008 
Book of Discipline (¶256.4a) encourages churches 
to have signed partnership agreements.


Offer and encourage participation in the God and 2.	
Country series, a religious education program for 
youth and children, grades 1-12 (2008 Book of 
Discipline ¶256.4). For more information visit  
Programs of  Religious Activities with Youth 
(www.praypub.org). 


Observe a Scouting Ministries Sunday or conduct 3.	
a separate Sunday service for each group.


Encourage each troop/group in the church to 4.	
annually participate in at least one community 
service project. Service projects benefiting and 
in cooperation with the sponsoring church are 
encouraged.


Elect or appoint a scouting coordinator who 5.	
reports regularly to the governing body of the 
local church (2008 Book of Discipline ¶253).

Who may earn a P.R.A.Y. award? Girls and boys 
in grades 1-12.


Do I have to belong to a scouting group to earn 
a P.R.A.Y. award? No, girls and boys may earn 
this award even if they do not belong to a Girl 
Scout, Boy Scout, American Heritage Girls or 
Camp Fire group. Members of youth groups 
and Sunday School classes may participate in 
these programs.


Do I have to belong to a church to earn a 
P.R.A.Y. award? No, you do not have to have 
official membership in a congregation to 
earn this award; however, the program re-
quires that a pastor review all work and 
oversee the program.


Which denominations use the P.R.A.Y. program? 
Protestant and Independent churches. The fol-
lowing is a partial listing of the denominations 
that use the P.R.A.Y. program: African Method-
ist Episcopal, African Methodist Episcopal Zion, 
Assembly of God, Baptist, Christian Church 
(Disciples of Christ), Christian Methodist Epis-
copal, Church of God, Episcopal, Lutheran, Pen-
tecostal, Presbyterian, United Church of Christ, 
United Methodist Church, and Independent 
Christian churches.


Who may serve as counselor? The pastor, or 
someone appointed by the pastor (such as a 
parent, Sunday School teacher, congregational 
lay leader, or other qualified adult). 


May I earn more than one award (for the differ-
ent grade levels)? Yes, you may earn all four 


awards as long as you are in the appropriate 
grade at the time (you may not go backwards 
and earn younger awards).


How long does it take to complete the program? 
It depends. God and Me and God and Fam-
ily may take 4 to 8 weeks to complete. God 
and Church and God and Life may take 3 to 6 
months to complete.


How do I order the booklets? Booklets may be 
purchased at your local council store or directly 
from P.R.A.Y. (see attached order form) or via 
the internet at www.praypub.org or by calling 
1-800-933-7729.


Does each child need a booklet? Yes. 


How do I order the awards? The application form 
to order the awards is found in the Student 
Workbook. The form must be sent to P.R.A.Y. 
(your local council will not have these awards).


How is the award presented? The award is usual-
ly presented by the pastor in a worship service. 


What is the difference between the Counselor 
Manual and the Mentor Workbook? The Coun-
selor Manual is for adults who are “teaching” 
or helping the students complete the require-
ments. The Counselor Manual has answers, 
suggested activities, resources, etc. The Men-
tor Workbook is for parents who choose to be 
“students” alongside their children. The Mentor 
Workbook contains lessons and questions for 
parents to complete as they work side by side 
their children on the program.
